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Memorandum or agreement

Parties
This agreement is made between the governing body of the school (the client) and
The School Library Service, Shropshire Council (the service provider).

Duration

This agreement will run from 1 April 2023 for maintained schools and 1 Sept 2023 for
academies with a minimum duration of 1 year unless varied by agreement between
the parties. A school can terminate this agreement by giving one months' notice in
writing to the School Library Service Manager.

Intent
The intent is to regulate dealings between the parties by setting out respective
obligations relating to performance and payment for services.
